Fire Reports: Frederic Fire: No Report. Grantsburg Fire: In December the Fire Dept appointed Todd Snyder to be the fire 
chief and was confirmed by the Fire Commission at the Dec. 15th association meeting. Todd is working on catching up 
filing incidents reports as this has not been done since March. The Commission approved to hire a new treasurer/book 
keeper, Sheila Meyer and will be letting H&R Block go. We reviewed the financial statements and approved bills in the 
amount of $10,159.89. We are also going back to monthly meetings which will be the 3rd Monday of each month at 6pm 
at the fire hall.
